Minutes of the Council Meeting held on Tuesday, 1 November 2011 at 6.30pm
at the Guildhall, Cardigan.

1. Croeso’r Cadeirydd a Materion Personol / The Chair’s Welcome and Personal Matters.
Croesawodd y Maer, y Cyng. Catrin Miles, yr aelodau a’r wasg i’r cyfarfod. Soniodd fod y cyfarfod ar y nos Lun flaenorol gyda Dirprwy Arweinydd Cyngor Sir Ceredigion (CSC), y Cyng. Ray Quant, Gwyn Jones (Cyfarwyddwr Cyllid) a Denfer Morgan (Prif Weithredwr Cynorthwyol – Gwasanaethau Democrataidd a Chorfforaethol) wedi bod yn llawn gwybodaeth gyda thipyn o drafod gan y cynghorwyr. Dymunodd y Maer adferiad buan i’r Prif Weithredwr a ymddiheurodd am ei habsenoldeb. Rhoddodd Mr Jones ddiweddariad o sefyllfa ariannol cyllideb y cyngor sir. Trafodwyd “Digwyddiadau ar y briffordd gyhoeddus yn eich ardal”, trethi busnes, Canolfan Meugan (disgwylir ymgynghoriad llawn cyn y Nadolig), biniau cŵn (cadarnhad y caniateir defnyddio biniau cyffredin i dderbyn baw cŵn), parcio yn ystod cyfnod y Nadolig (y Cyng. Quant i gyflwyno papurau i’r Cabinet gydag argymhellion), dyfodol y cydweithio rhwng Ceredigion a Phowys, a’r agenda ynglŷn â’r Trawnewidiad (cydweithio rhwng adrannau mewnol yr awdurdod).
Dywedodd y Cyng. Miles bod y gwaith papur wedi ei gwblhau i sicrhau cau’r ffyrdd i wasanaeth Sul y Cadoediad. Bu mis Hydref eto yn gyfnod prysur iddi gyda’r wythnos dechnoleg yn cynnig syniadau doeth am arbed ynni. Roedd y Cyng. Ian Stoker wedi agor storfa newydd B&Q. Mae cyfarfod wedi ei drefnu ar y cyd â Chyfeillion Ysbyty Aberteifi a’r Gymuned gyda Mr Chris Martin (Cadeirydd Bwrdd Iechyd Hywel Dda) a Tony Chambers (Cyfarwyddwr Cynllunio) ar 30 Tachwedd am 7.00yh yn festri Bethania; mae trefniadau ar y gweill i gyfarfod â Mr Ian Bellingham yn y flwyddyn newydd. Bu seremoni cyflwyno’r grantiau unwaith eto yn llwyddiannus gydag un ymddiheuriad yn unig am absenoldeb. Roedd y Maer yn bles bod gwaith ar y bracedi i gynnal goleuadau’r Nadolig yn mynd yn ei flaen yn hwylus a byddai defod cynnau’r golau yn digwydd ar 1 Rhagfyr am 6.00yh gydag orymdaith o gei’r Tywysog Siarl. Bydd cwmni “Stwnsh” yn bresennol i recordio rhaglen deledu yng nghwmni plant yr ysgolion bydd yno yn canu carolau. Llongyfarchwyd Ysgol Gynradd Aberteifi ar agor estyniad newydd i’w galluogi i dderbyn plant oed ysgol fydd yn bedair oed yn ystod y tymor cyfredol yn hytrach nag aros am dymor newydd. Roedd cynhadledd Canolfan Plant Jig-So wedi bod yn llwyddiannus a llongyfarchwyd Gemma Bowen ar gyrraedd y rownd derfynol yng nghystadleuaeth dartiau cymysg y byd yn ngwlad Twrci. Cyhoeddodd y Cyng. Miles bod y Parchedig John Bennett wedi cymryd awenau Caplan y Maer o ddwylo’r Parchedig Gwynfi Jenkins; diolchodd i’r Cyng. Jenkins am ei gefnogaeth hyd yn hyn.

The Mayor, Cllr Catrin Miles, welcomed all members and the press to the meeting. She mentioned that the previous evening’s consultative meeting with the Deputy Leader of Ceredigion County Council (CCC) Cllr Ray Quant, Gwyn Jones (Director of Finance), and Denfer Morgan (Assistant Chief Executive, Democratic and Corporate Services) was most informative with much interaction with councillors. Cllr Miles wished the Chief Executive, who apologised for her absence, a speedy recovery from her illness. Mr Jones gave a financial update of the county council budget. The “events on public highway in your area”, business rates, Canolfan Meugan (full consultation expected at both sites before Christmas), dog bins (confirmation that ordinary bins can be used for disposal of bags), pre-Christmas parking (Cllr Quant to prepare paper to present to Cabinet with proposals), the future of collaboration between Ceredigion and Powys, and the agenda for “Transformation” (cooperation between departments for internal saving). Cllr Miles stated that the paper work for road closure for the Remembrance Sunday service was completed. October had been another busy month for the Mayor with the technology week providing green ideas for energy saving. Cllr Ian Stoker had opened the new B&Q stores. A meeting has been arranged with the League of Friends of Cardigan Hospital & Community to meet Mr Chris Martin (Chair of the Hywel Dda Health Board) and Tony Chambers (Director of Planning) on 30 November at 7.00pm at Bethania vestry. It was hoped to meet Ian Bellingham for further discussion in the new year. The Grants evening presentation was once again successful with only one apology for absence. Cllr Miles was pleased to report that work on the Christmas lights brackets was proceeding satisfactorily and the switch-on would take place on 1 December with a procession at 6.00pm from Prince Charles quay. “Stwnsh” will be televising aspects of the evening with young schoolchildren singing carols, etc. Ysgol Gynradd Aberteifi were congratulated on the recent opening of an extension enabling them to accept 4 year old children during the term of their birthday rather than the following term. The Jig-So Centre was commended on its interesting recent conference. Gemma Bowen was congratulated on reaching the final of the Turkish Open Mixed Darts Pairs 2011. Cllr Miles announced that the Reverend John Bennett had taken over the office of Mayor’s Chaplain from the Reverend Cllr Gwynfi Jenkins; she thanked Cllr Jenkins for his support thus far.

The committee agreed to the request and will hold a meeting in Cardigan in the near future.
(ii) 
Ceredigion County Council last week unanimously passed a motion to investigate implementing a Local Authority Mortgage Scheme to support first-time buyers to take the first step onto the property ladder. Such a scheme already exists in Cardiff and Conwy. This is to be welcomed and further progress is expected in the new year
(b) Cllr John Adams-Lewis (below item forwarded to the Mayor during his absence):

Cllr Adams-Lewis had discussed the lane leading from Llys Owen to Bingham Terrace with a previous resident of the area, Mrs Mair Geler Jones. She recalls the residential layout of the lane with three cottages (Bingham Cottages) alongside Bingham House. The county council used the far end of the area to store vehicles and implements whilst road works were carried out in North Road. The county council duly paid for repairing the lane.
It was agreed that the clerk write to Tai Cantref requesting their opinion and indicating the obstacles facing Llys Owen tenants as they traversed around Theatr Mwldan towards the centre of town. Cllr Shân Williams mentioned that a search with the Wales Office Land Registry might prove beneficial.

In Cllr Morris’ opinion signage and road lines were the updated preferred options.
